CLASS PROCEDURES AND GRADING SYSTEM

GRADING – UNIT TEST, HOMEWORK, PROJECTS, AND FINAL EXAM
TESTS: (worth 50 to 100 points each) and QUIZZES: (worth 5 to 20 points each)

               approximately 70% of total grade
Tests are always announced in advance. If you are absent only the day before the test, a review day, and you return the day of the test, you will be expected to take the test that day.

TESTS WILL BE REVIEWED WITH STUDENTS IN CLASS, BUT NOT RETURNED TO THE STUDENTS TO TAKE WITH THEM.

When displaying data using graphs, charts, plots, etc. – NEATNESS COUNTS
Notes and Example Problems – Notes should be taken on a daily basis. All example problems should

be worked out as they are given in class. These notes and example problems are not allowed to be used or be out during tests or quizzes. Using any notes or example problems in any way during a test or quiz is considered cheating. This includes any data in your calculator that can be read or referred to. If you are in doubt about whether a program or file in your calculator constitutes cheating, check with me before the test or quiz
GRAPHING CALCULATOR: The graphing calculator will be an important tool used in Algebra 2CP.  The model used for demonstration purposes in class is the Texas Instruments TI-84.  Any calculator in the TI-83 or TI-84 family works in a similar fashion.  The same cannot be said for other makes and models of calculators.  Calculator features and graphing utilities found on cell phones, tablets or other electronic devices will not be permitted in class and cannot be used on tests.  Calculators with a CAS (computer algebra system) found on calculators like the TI-Inspire, the TI-89 as well as other makes and models of calculators will also not be permitted on tests. 

Graphing calculators like the TI-84 are permitted on SATs, ACTs and AP Tests.  

ASSIGNMENTS; Homework, or classwork: (2 points each) and Projects: (points will vary)

             approximately 15% of total grade
Assignments will be checked and graded daily. Neatness counts. Graphs and charts should be sharp, clear, and easy to read. Each homework assignment should be checked daily for correctness. Most days some time will be given in class to start each assignment. Students will begin assignments when asked. Each assignment must include your printed name, the assignment number, the assignment (pages and problems), and all necessary work done in good form. NO WORK – NO CREDIT. Problems must be clearly labeled and presented in an orderly fashion. INCOMPLETE LATE WORK IS NOT ALLOWED. LATE ONE DAY = HALF CREDIT.

Projects: Projects will be given throughout the semester. Projects may be individual, group, or partner projects and may involve the use of computer programs and graphing calculators. Projects may involve research out of class. For most projects, students are given time in class to work with peers and receive help from the instructor. Students who are absent will miss this opportunity for valuable instruction and assistance. Projects are not excused due to absences. Students absent on the day a project is due must have the project brought to school by some means. Late projects are 10% off per school day late. After 4 school days late, the project will be worth 60%. The last day to turn in late projects is the last day of the week before semester final exams. 
FINAL REVIEW & EXAM: (worth approximately 150 points) / approximately 15% of total grade
There will be a comprehensive final BOTH semesters.

MISCELLANEOUS

· Electronic devices may only be used in class with explicit, prior permission.  Having electronic devices visible during a test/quiz or test/quiz corrections will result in an academic dishonesty action.

· Students are not allowed to film or take pictures at any time in the classroom or during class without explicit, prior permission
· Furthermore, if a cell and/or picture phone and/or electronic imaging, communication, and/or recording device is used or “able to be seen” during a test or quiz, a grade of zero will be earned on that test or quiz.
· Students will be expected to come to class prepared everyday with notebook paper, writing instruments and their class binder. The textbook for this class will be Big Ideas Algebra 2. Students will have access to many additional materials online. I will also supply students with additional materials over the course of the year.

· BRING YOUR COVERED BOOKS AND MATERIALS EVERY DAY.
