12.7 Explore Similar Solids

Similar Solids: Two solids of the same type with equal ratios of corresponding linear measures, such as heights or radii.
The common ratio is called the scale factor.

Any two cubes are similar.

Any two spheres are similar.

Similar Solids Theorem: 

If two similar solids have a scale factor of a : b,

then corresponding areas have a ratio of a : b,

and then corresponding volumes have a ratio of a : b.
